INFORMATION AND APPLICATION PROCESS

INTRODUCTION: This summer, the Worthington Field Studies Program wiéiradf unique opportunity to students. Students who are accepted
to participate in the course will travel for about thirtyslan the WFSI bus to many state and national parks in TexasMéxico, Arizona,
Utah, and Colorado. The program will begin with departure ffalwmas Worthington High School in mid-June and return in mid2R0®. The

last day will consist of the final cleanup of equipment. Uporessful completion of the course, each student can earn ot EATIVE credit

in science. This credit cannot replace a credit in any stlience course.

In addition to learning about the geology, biology, ecolégyerican and Native American history, and environmental pnoblef the areas
being visited, participants will be afforded the opportunityetst themselves both physically and mentally. Participartshike, backpack (3
days, 2 nights), whitewater raft, horseback ride, and witnesenéirst-hand. Participants can be assured that this is eximmeclifetime
opportunity.

PARTICULARS: Students will be accepted into the program only after aaigoscreening process which
includes the completion of a student application, four teactommmendations, and parental input. The
student will be expected to have a physical examination by tlettintrip begins. Parents and students
should be aware that the course will be strenuous. The temgenadéiyrrange from 25 at night to 11%
during the day. Furthermore, students should know that sleepingraodaions will be either in tents or
under the stars. Because we will be almost exclusively camipi national parks, electricity won't be
available for such conveniences as hair dryers or curlimg.irBtudents should expect a rugged four-week
experience.

There will be a wide variety of learning experiences foe students. Since this program is not
conducted in a normal classroom setting, the student is reBfeoifisi budgeting his/her own time for
normal study periods which will be needed to successfully completourse requirements. The individual will be evaluatedigir@ variety of
activities including journal entries, presentations, notebosigasents, and daily participaticAPPLICANTS ARE REMINDED THAT THIS
IS NOT A VACATION; THERE IS A LOT OF HARDWORK. While participating in the course, the student will be expectedllimgly and
actively participate on work crews which will be responsfbtecamp maintenance, erecting tents, cooking, and kitcher-afednties.

Due to space limitations, students will be allowed to Mg a minimum of gear. A list of suggested gear willdigcussed at a later date
with those students accepted for the program. The studentsevehtpected to bring a camera along for taking photographs whigownto their
journal and notebook. Electronics such as walkmans, CD playeds, curling irons, hair dryers, laptops and cell phonepratgbited

While participating in the course, students are expected lawfaichool rules, including special rules
adopted for this trip. IF A STUDENT IS FOUND IN VIOLATION OF THESE RULES AND IF THE
INSTRUCTORS FEEL THAT THE STUDENT'S ACTIONS ARE DERIMENTAL TO THE
PROGRAM, THAT STUDENT WILL BE SENT HOME AT THEIR PARENTS' EXPENSE,
FORFEITING THE TUITION PAID FOR THE PROGRAM. It must also be stressed that if a student is
accepted into the program and pays his/her tuition and then fer ig@mon must drop out of the program,
that student will lose all monies.

A maximum of thirty-six students will be accepted into the mog The selection process will be
completed in mid-January 2007 and the students will be notified somaftes if they are accepted into the
program. After notification of acceptance into the prograr$300.00 non-refundable deposit is due in late-
January 2007. Failure to pay this initial deposit of the tuivithin the allotted period of time indicates a
willingness of the individual not to participate. The firstatieg for the students and their parents will be

L held in late-January 2007. More specifics about the progranbevidiscussed at that time.
The total cost of the trip is about $1600. This will caver cost of transportation, equipment, insurance, food, lodgisdpackpacking, and
a water trip on the Pacific Ocean. The remainder of paynfentke tuition will be paid in three installments. The firstallment of $500 is due
during March 2007, the second installment of $500 is due in April 2007, amhirth@ayment of $300 is due in May 2007 to WFSI. Students are
expected to bring their own spending money, which will, in pasercthe cost of showers (showers are not availablel aaipgrounds) and
laundry as well as other personal expenses (such as souvenirs).
